Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Ohio does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters. Here
are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

Voting While Living With a Disability

* Every polling locations will have accessible voting equipment, and all parking lots and interiors
of polling locations will be accessible.

* Ohio voters with disabilities can request an accessible absentee ballot that can be marked with
assistive technology. Learn more: ohiosos.gov/elections/voters/voters-with-
disabilities/Votingfags/

* Ohio voters can vote curbside if they're physically unable to enter their voting location.

* During early voting, you must contact your county board of election to make arrangements for
curbside voting prior to your arrival: ohiosos.gov/elections/elections-officials/county-boards-

Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.
* Ohio does not require an excuse for absentee voting.
* Voters must request their absentee ballot by October 29.

* In Ohio, an absentee ballot must be received by 7:30pm on November 5 (in person) and it
must be postmarked by November 4 and received by November 9 (by mail).

* You can request an absentee ballot here: ohiosos.gov/publications/#abr.

* Your absentee ballot cannot be hand delivered to your polling place on
election day. You must mail it or return it in person to your county elections I

Early Voting

Vote early.
* All registered voters in Ohio can vote early for any reason.

* Early voting begins in Ohio on October 8 and ends on November 3.

* Voters who plan to vote early in Ohio are required to have identification.
